CORRECTION TO REPORT ON OBJECTIONS

On July 27, 2006, the undersigned issued and served on the parties a Report on
Objections and Notice of Hearing in the above-mentioned case, wherein it was directed that a
hearing be held by a duly designated Hearing Officer concerning the Employer’s Objection No.
1. The July 27 Report on Objections also recommended that the Employer’s Objection No. 2,
essentially alleging that at least three eligible employees were disenfranchised because their mail
ballots were returned in a timely manner but were not counted, be overruled. With regard to
Objection No. 2, the Report on page 5 inadvertently stated that the independent investigation
established that four ballots were returned to the Regional Office days after the count on July 6.
Copies of the envelopes of the four ballots, front and back, were attached to the July 27 Report
on Objections. Subsequent to the issuance of the July 27 Report on Objections, it was
discovered that only three such ballots were returned to the Region. Copies of the front and back
of the three envelopes returned to the Region in the instant case are attached to the July 27
Report on Objections as D(1), D(2), E(1), E(2), and G(1), G(2). The fourth ballot referred to in

the Report was a mail ballot received by the Region in an unrelated case. Copies of the front and



back of the envelope of the fourth ballot was attached to the July 27 Report on Objections as
F(1) and F(2). The three ballots actually received by the Region in this case were received days
after the count of ballots on July 6 and my analysis and conclusions are not changed by the error
in the number of uncounted ballots reported as received in the July 27 Report. It is noted that the
mail ballot from the unrelated case and one of the mail ballots from the instant case have the
same mailing and receipt dates, i.e., they were both mailed on June 30, and received by the
Region on July 10.

Accordingly, the July 27 Report on Objections is hereby corrected to state that three
ballots, not four, were returned to the Regional Office days after the count on July 6 and that
three ballots were thus at issue.
