SUBJECT: Pro bono Publico Services by Federal Government
Attorneys and Other Federal Employees

Employees of the Federal Government can play a significant
role in providing legal services to those in need. The National
Labor Relations Board is fortunate to employ so many talented
workers in the legal profession who can readily provide such
expertise and services to their fellow Americans. You are
encouraged to participate im volunteer activities associated with
helping those who need legal counsel and other services.

Prior to providing public interest gervices, each employee
must file & written request for approval to do so with his or her
Regional Director. 1In addition, requests to engage in legal
practice shall be directed to the General Counsel in order to
obtain an exception to the prchibition against such practice in 29
CFR 100.735. The request shall be approved or rejected on the
basis of criteria set forth in 2% CFR 100.73% and 18 USC 203, 205
and 209. Agency management will be as flexible as possible in
granting annual leave and leave without pay for emplovees whose
requests are approved.
