SUBJECT: Filing of Cross-Exceptions
Without Requesting an Extension of Time

The Acting Executive Secretary has reguested that we remind you of
certain findings contained in the Board's Order in P_& M Cedar
Products, Inc., 282 NLRB No. 108 {(Jan. 15, 1987), which was the
subject Of a special distribution (8D-87-1). In that case, the
Board addressed the problem that occurs when a party reguests an
extension of time to file an answering brief to exceptions and
then files cross-exceptions in addition to its answering brief.
The Board noted that although a request for an extension of time
to file cross-exceptions will be construed to enlarge the time to
file an answering brief, the converse is not true, "i.e., a
request for an extension of time to file an answering brief does
not enlarge the time to file cross-exceptions.”

During the past year, several Regions have requested extensions to
file answering briefs and then filed cross-exceptions which were
rejected as untimely in accord with the Board's findings in P & M
Cedar Products, Inc. In view of this fact, please have your legal
staff review the Board's Order in that case.
