Please be advised that this office i,; counsel to the Pennsylvania Association of Staff
Nurses and Allied Professionals ("PASNAP"), the Union-Petitioner in the above matter.

I am writing to protest your decision, issued within 90 minutes of receiving the
Employer's request for an extension of firne in which to file its Request for Review which was

due on March 21, 2012.

Consistent with its conduct during this entire proceeding, during which it raised a number
of meritless, indecd specious, issues, unnecessarily delayed the closing of the hearing, and

sought and obtained extensions of absurd length in tenns of submission of briefs to the Regional

Director ("RD"), the Employer now wishes to delay this proceeding further. It has already
submitted a lengthy brief to the RD, had months to research the issue and review the trwiscript of

the hearings and all it needed to do now is review the Decision and Direction of Election (for
which it will have had another two weeks) and explain, no doubt unconvincingly, why the RD

erred, Given the amount of time it has already spent, the Employer's assertion that it needs inore

time would logically appear predicated on its desire to delay.
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There is an election scheduled in this matter for April 4 and 5, 2012, There should be
little doubt that the Board will now not be able to decide whether the Request for Review should
be granted, something which obviously the Petitioner believes should not occur, by the time the
election is completed.

The fact is that the Employer has engaged in a campaign of delay in this matter, pushing
back an election to a point more than three (3) months aner the representation petition was filed.
Its explanation for its need fur an extension, from a law firm with a large number of attorneys, at
least three of whom have participated in some way in the trial of the case, is really irrelevant to
the question of the election being conducted and the ballots tallied.

The Hospital should not have been permitted to continue to engage in such conduct.
Thus, its request should be rejected. Moreover, before your office made it's decision to permit
the Employer to continue its etYorts to delay resolution of this matter, the position of the Union,
as expressed herein, should have been considered and not merely the Employer's statement that
the Union would not consent.
