Petitioner Aqua-Aston Hospitality, LLC (“Petitioner”), hereby submits its
Statement of Issues pursuant to the Court’s Order dated April 24, 2017:

1. Whether the NLRB’s findings and conclusions that Petitioner violated
Sections 8(a)(1) and (3) of the National Labor Relations Act, as amended (the
“Act”), by issuing written warnings to Edgardo Guzman and Santos “Sonny”
Ragunjan is supported by substantial evidence on the record viewed in its entirety
and consistent with prevailing law.

2. Whether the NLRB’s findings and conclusions that Petitioner violated
8(a)(1) of the Act by (a) threatening employees with discharge for engaging in
union and/or a protected activity; (b) ordering employees engaging in union and/or

protected activity; (c) soliciting employees to disclose their union sympathies; and
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(d) threatening employees with unspecified reprisals for hand-billing in non-work
areas is supported by substantial evidence in the record viewed in its entirety and is

consistent with prevailing law.
