This letter acknowledges receipt of Respondent’s Motion to Accept Filing of 
Exceptions and Brief in Support of Exceptions to the Administrative Law Judge’s 
Decision.  As noted in your motion, on October 25, 2019, I sent a letter (based on 
information in our electronic docketing system) rejecting your Exceptions and Brief in 
Support as untimely filed.
